This could be either lifting canoes to the loch side on 
a Loch Lomond Canoe Safari or tackling the responsibilities concerning your expedition role 
whilst in a remote corner of East Africa. During the start of your experience your guide will 
introduce himself / herself and along with all the necessary forms and safety protocols will frame 
your experience and let you know when you can expect to get issued equipment.  
 
YOU’RE SAFE. 
We adhere to the Health and Safety Act 1974 and where reasonably practicable build this in to 
your experience. Your guide will be suitably experienced and will have your wellbeing uppermost 
in his / her mind. The equipment is regularly checked for serviceability .We would ask you to 
adhere to any instructions given. Despite our best efforts Adventure amongst the out of doors has 
a number of factors relating to the weather, group dynamics, wild animals and indigenous 
cultures. This of course gives it all an unpredictable nature therefore we ask you to complete a 
medical / disclosure of risk form which will be issued prior to activity and ask you to remain a 
touch flexible throughout your experience. After all storms, lions and tribal communities do not 
adhere to our protocols……

Please turn up wearing clothing suitable for the out of doors, boots or footwear with adequate 
ankle support are essential for Mountain days, Bring a change of clothes and towel for canoe 
safari’s and wear old trainers with woolen socks. We can issue you with some personal 
equipment should need this. Please remember to bring inhalers/ and any prescribed medication 
as required. If on a canoe safari we will give you a container to keep cameras and extras dry. 
Bring a bit of money, some snacks and your humor too!  PACK LIST AVAILABLE ON

point or meeting place ever, ensure your group is ready to head off at that respective time. Your 
activity choice is already been noted by us with any request you may have and we will endeavor 
to co operate with your needs.
